Mr. Smith, a 68 year old established male patient, presents to office today complaining of cold symptoms for the past 7 days.  He reports a dry, hacking cough and nasal congestion for 7 days and fever for the past 2 days.  He is unable to sleep due to the cough and aching.  He appears in minor distress.  T 100 ° F, BP 150/90, pulse 93 and regular.  Lungs clear to auscultation and percussion.  HEENT:  nose, mucous membranes inflamed w/ postnasal phlegm.  DX:  Sinusitis.  Plan:  Pt advised to drink fluids, take aspirin as needed for pain, obtain bed rest, and return if symptoms are not improved within 5 days or sooner if symptoms worsen.  
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Answer:  99213
