As a United States citizen accessing our healthcare system, I object to my private medical information, as well as certain personal information, being sent overseas.  I am concerned about a breach of private medical information as well as possible identity theft.  Our privacy regulations as set forth in HIPAA provide no recourse to a patient whose private information has been misused in another country.  The laws also do not allow patients to object to their information being sent offshore.  

Our citizens deserve to know where and to whom our personal information is being sent.  Should misuse occur, our citizens deserve to be kept informed and to have remedies for such misuse.

I urge you to consider re–introducing the bill set forth by Senators Hillary Clinton and Mark Dayton, namely S. 2471 or to consider introducing a similar bill protecting our personally identifiable information.
